The Site

The development site is located at 109 Endeavour Valley Road Cooktown,
approximately nine hundred (900) metres Cooktown side of the Mobil Service Station
The site has an area of 1.9450 hectares and is within the reticulated water and electricity
area. Lot 3 has frontage to the Stedatrolled Endeavour Valley Road and is within the
Future Urban Expansion Area for Cooktown. The site currently has a (mopesed

Lot 17) and a shed (proposed Lot 19) located on it. The topography of the site slopes
from the rear of the property towards Endeavour Valley Road.

Town Planning Considerations

Lot 3 is zoned Rural Residential under the current Cook Shire RtaScheme and the
proposed Reconfiguration into eight (8) lots is Code Assessable development.
The purpose of the Rural Residential Zone Code is to achieve the following overall
outcomes for the Rural Residential Zone:

1 Rural residential areas provide laggots offering a high standard of residential
amenity in a semiural setting;

Cook Shire Council, in its role as Assessment Manager, must assess the application against
the State Planning Policy July 2014, in particular the intenim development assessment
provisions for state transport infrastructure (in Part E), to the extent it is relevant to the
development and where not appropriately reflected in council’s planning scheme.

2. Cook Shire Council, in its role as Assessment Manager, must assess the application against
the SPP code: Landuse and fransport integration contained within the State Planning Policy,
July 2014, Appendix 4 to the extent relevant to the development proposal.

3 Transport noise corridor
Mandatory Part (MP) 4.4 of the Queensland Development Code (QDC) commenced on 1
September 2010 and applies to building work for the construction or renovation of a
residential building in a designated fransport noise comidor. MP4_4 seeks to ensure that the
habitable rooms of Class 1, 2, 3 and 4 buildings located in a transporf noise cormidor are
designed and constructed to reduce transport noise. Transport noise cormdor means land
designated under Chapter 8B of the Building Act 1975 as a transport noise cormdor.
Information about transport noise corridors is available at state and local government offices.
A free online search tool can be used to find out whether a property is located in a
designated fransport noise corridor. This tool is available at the Department of Local
Government and Planning website:
