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2.0 INTRODUCTION 
 

This Development Assessment Report has been prepared to support a Development Application 
for Material Change of Use for Rural Workers Accommodation on behalf of Oly Homes Pty Ltd. 
The application seeks approval to provide additional accommodation for park rangers  at the New 
Laura Ranger Station. The application site is located within Rinyirru (Lakefield) National Park 
(CYPAL) , which is Aboriginal freehold land held in trust by the Rinyirru (Lakefield) Land Trust and 
jointly managed by the Queensland Parks and Wildlife Service (QPWS) and Traditional Owners 
under the Cape York Peninsula Tenure Resolution Program. Consent to lodge the application has 
been obtained from both these parties.  

As mentioned, the proposal seeks approval for additional accommodation for Queensland Parks 
and Wildlife Service rangers, who help to manage, protect and maintain the Rinyirru (Lakefield) 
National Park (CYPAL). The Park is significant for being one of the largest National Parks in 
Queensland, known for wetlands, wildlife and cultural heritage. 

The subject site is situated at New Laura Access Road, located off Lakefield Road in Rinyirru 
(Lakefield) National Park (CYPAL) and is part of a larger lot containing the National Park, described 
as Lot 10 on SP208286. Under the Cook Shire Council Planning Scheme (the Planning Scheme), 
the site is in the Environmental Management and Conservation Zone where the proposed use is 
subject to impact assessment.  

The purpose of this report is to describe the characteristics of the site and surrounding land uses, 
detail the proposed development and provide an assessment against the applicable planning 
provisions. This report should be read in conjunction with the accompanying Development 
Application forms, the Proposal Plans and Planning Scheme Code assessment. 
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3.0 SITE DESCRIPTION  
 

3.1 SUBJECT SITE 
 

As mentioned previously, the proposed development is located at the New Laura Ranger Station, 
which is located in the Rinyirru (Lakefield) National Park (CYPAL). The application site forms part 
of Lot 10 on SP208286, which has an area of 544,000 hectares and contains the National Park.  

The New Laura Ranger Station has an area of approximately 2 hectares and is shown in Figure 1 
below. Both New Laura Access Road and New Laura Base Access connect the Station to Lakefield 
Road to the east. The Station comprises an Airfield, multiple buildings, power and water 
infrastructure and internal access roads. The site contains scattered vegetation which is not listed 
as significant on the Regulated vegetation management map (Category X).

3.2 SURROUNDING LAND USES 
 

The development is in an isolated location within the Rinyirru (Lakefield) National Park (CYPAL). 
Other activities close to the application site include Twelve Mile Lagoon Camping Area, Old Laura 
Homestead, and numerous waterways and places of interest within the National Park. Lakefield 
Road is the main access road for those travelling through the National Park between Laura and 
Lakefield. By road, the site is located approximately 30 kilometres from the township of Lakefield 
to the north, and 60 kilometres from the township of Laura to the south.

4.0 PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT  
 

This application seeks a Development Permit for Material Change of Use for Rural Workers 
Accommodation to be established in accordance with the accompanying Proposal Plans. The 
proposed development is located on the western site of the existing Station and will be constructed 
over three stages as shown in Figures 3 and 4 below. Further details of the proposal are provided 
below

BUILT FORM 

The proposed development adopts a modular and staged design, responding to the remote, 
climatic, and cultural conditions of Rinyirru (Lakefield) National Park (CYPAL). The buildings are 
lightweight, transportable structures elevated on galvanised steel stumps to suit the site’s 
environment, allowing for drainage and to facilitate passive cooling. The low-profile gabled and 
flyover roof forms are finished with Colorbond Trimdek roofing pitched at 3.00° to 6.50°, providing 
visual articulation and effective rainwater runoff. 

Stage 1 provides two bedrooms with ensuites in a singular modular building. The proposed building 
is single storey and has an internal floor area of 42.4m2. As the building is raised, a set of temporary 
steps and a ramp and landing area will provide access to the accommodation units before Stage 
2 is built. These steps and ramp have a combined area of 10.9m2.      
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Stage 2 will add two modular buildings to the south and west of Stage 1. Details of the areas 
associated with this Stage are broken down as follows: 

Section Area (m2) 
Living/Dining/Laundry Area 65.2 
Bedroom Wing 42.4 
Outdoor Decked Area 50.2 
Access Ramp 8.6 

 
Stage 2 will provide three additional bedrooms (Bedrooms 3, 4, and 5), two additional bathrooms 
and a range of shared communal facilities that include a shared living/kitchen space that opens 
onto a covered outdoor deck, and a laundry/locker room. During this Stage, the temporary access 
ramp for Stage 1 will be repositioned and the steps removed to make way for the communal deck 
area.  

Internally, the fit-out uses robust and durable finishes suitable for remote operational use, including 
vinyl flooring with cove skirting in wet areas, aluminium framed doors and windows, and ply-lined 
ceilings for mounting curtain rails in accessible bathrooms. Stage 2 also includes a fully accessible 
PWD bathroom, laundry/locker room, and a kitchen with gas cooking and ducted extraction. 

Stage 3 involves the future construction of a cantilevered flyover roof, which will span over the 
existing outdoor areas and tie into pre-installed SHS steel supports concealed within the current 
wall framing. This roof will provide shade to the buildings and the outdoor deck which will allow this 
space to be used throughout the year.  

Overall, the built form supports the operational needs of QPWS and Rinyirru Land Trust staff and 
visitors, combining functional accommodation, communal space, and durability within a respectful 
environmental footprint. 

ACCESS AND PARKING 

Site access is provided via New Laura Access Road and New Laura Base Access, which lead to 
Lakefield Road, the main road through the National Park. While the plans do not explicitly delineate 
vehicular parking areas, there is sufficient space for any additional parking that might be required 
to service the accommodation.  

LANDSCAPING 

Landscaping is not proposed. The proposed layout plans allow for most of the existing vegetation 
within the Station to be retained. The minimal site coverage reflects a low-impact development 
approach, preserving the bushland character of the National Park. Outdoor communal areas, such 
as the decked living space, encourage engagement with the natural surroundings. 

SERVICING 

Servicing for the development includes provision of essential utilities such as power, water, waste, 
and telecommunications. The site includes provision for a main switchboard with generator input 
and connection compatibility with a future Remote Area Power Supply (RAPS) system. Plumbing 
fixtures are concentrated in wet areas, including a compliant PWD bathroom and laundry, with 
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associated fittings such as grab rails, shower seats, and basins as specified. A future Starlink 
internet connection is provisioned in the Stage 2 kitchen/living area. 
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5.3 SCHEDULE 10 OF THE REGULATION 
 
Referral to the State Assessment and Referral Agency (SARA) is triggered under Schedule 10, 
Part 9, Division 4, Subdivision 1, Table 1 of the Planning Regulation 2017, as the application is for 
a material change of use and a State Controlled Road (the Peninsula Development Road) 
traverses the south western corner of the subject lot. Accordingly, the application must be referred 
to SARA as a concurrence agency for assessment against state transport-related matters however, 
as the proposed development area is more than 30km from the closest section of the State 
Controlled Road, it is considered that the proposal will have no impact on the State Controlled 
Road.   

5.4 STATE DEVELOPMENT ASSESSMENT PROVISIONS 
 
The State Development Assessment Provisions (SDAP) set out the matters of interest to the state 
for development assessment, where the State Assessment and Referral Agency (SARA) is 
responsible for assessing or deciding development applications as assessment manager or referral 
agency. 

Given the distance of the proposed development from the State Controlled Road, the applicant will 
be requesting that the referral be processed through the FastTrack5 Assessment process.  

 
5.5 CAPE YORK REGIONAL PLAN 
 
Section 2.2 of the Planning Scheme confirms that it appropriately advances the Cape York 
Regional Plan 2014. 
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Station, enables effective monitoring of environmental conditions, management of fire, weeds, and 
feral animals, and enforcement of conservation regulations. 

The development facilitates the protection of biodiversity, cultural heritage, and sensitive 
landscapes, aligning with the Strategic Framework’s emphasis on maintaining ecological integrity 
and environmental values across the Shire. Its low-impact design and siting within an existing 
managed area ensure minimal disturbance, while its function strengthens long-term conservation 
outcomes and the responsible use of natural assets. 
 
6.3.4 INFRASTRUCTURE AND SERVICING 
 
The proposal supports the infrastructure and servicing objectives of the Planning Scheme by 
adding to existing infrastructure that enhances land management and visitor safety in a remote 
part of the Shire. While modest in scale, the proposal will provide important operational 
infrastructure for managing the environmental, cultural, and recreational values of Rinyirru 
(Lakefield) National Park (CYPAL). 

The development will be appropriately serviced, with consideration given to water, waste, and 
energy systems suited to its remote location. It contributes to the broader strategic goal of 
improving access to services and facilities outside of Cooktown and strengthens the capacity for 
emergency response and infrastructure protection in a seasonally accessible area. 
 
6.3.5 STRONG COMMUNITIES 
 
The proposed extension to the existing Ranger Station contributes to the strong communities 
objectives of the Planning Scheme by supporting safety, service delivery, and community presence 
in a remote part of the Shire. Increasing the ranger presence will improve emergency response 
capabilities, improve visitor safety, and enable on going engagement with Traditional Owners and 
local communities on land and cultural management. 

The development supports equitable access to government services beyond Cooktown, aligning 
with the strategic goal of strengthening community resilience and liveability across the Shire. It also 
fosters stewardship of the environment and shared cultural values, reinforcing the connection 
between people and place in a nationally significant landscape. 

 
6.4 OVERLAYS   
 

For interactive detail of the Planning Scheme overlays affecting the site, the SPP and SARA DAMS 
mapping has been consulted, as close-range interactive Planning Scheme mapping is not available 
for this location. The location of the proposed development is shown as a blue circle in the below 
figures, and the locality of New Laura is shown within the yellow outline.

The subject lot is included in Council’s 
Biodiversity Overlay Map. For a more 
detailed account of the Matters of State 
Environmental Significance affecting the 
subject site, the SARA DAMS Mapping has 
been consulted. As shown in the adjacent 
figure, the site of the proposed development 
is not affected by the MSES Overlay. As no 
clearing of mapped native vegetation is 
proposed in the application, no further 
assessment against the Biodiversity Overlay 
Code is required.

The subject lot is included in Council’s 
Bushfire Overlay Map. For a more detailed 
account of the Bushfire Hazard associated 
with the site, the SPP Mapping has been 
consulted. As shown in the adjacent figure, 
the proposed development is located outside 
the Medium Potential Bushfire Intensity area 
and the Potential Impact Buffer and on this 
basis, no further assessment against the 
Bushfire Hazard Overlay is required. 
 

Flood and other Coastal Hazards Overlay 
 

 

 
The subject lot is included within Council’s 
Flood Overlay mapping. The SPP Natural 
Hazards Risk and Resilience floodplain 
assessment overlay shows that the site is 
within flood hazard area – level 1. The 
proposed buildings are built to a finished 
floor level of 0.55m above ground level to 
alleviate the flood risk. This is considered to 
comply with AO2.4 of the Flood and Other 
Coastal Hazards Overlay Code which 
relates to design standards for development 
with elevated habitable floor levels. The 
development provides flood immunity to 
ensure the safety of people and protection of 
property and is considered to comply with 
the Flood and other Coastal Hazards 
Overlay. 
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Wetlands & Watercourses 
 

 

 
The subject lot is included in Council’s 
Wetlands and Watercourses Overlay 
mapping. The SARA DAMS mapping shows 
that the subject site is close to a ‘Low’ risk 
waterway. However, as the site is located 
more than 200 meters from the waterway 
and no works are proposed close to it, the 
proposal is considered to comply with the 
Biodiversity Overlay Code and the required 
buffers to a SPP Waterway. 
 

 

The above assessment demonstrates that the proposed development complies with all of the 
relevant overlay codes affecting the application proposal.
